Discipleship Training Course: Summary

What is DTC all about?

· Sunday presentations followed by small (3/4 people) groups meeting weekly

· Aim is to consider how our attitudes and actions are shaped by Jesus and to give him space to work in us, focusing on specific areas of life.

· Small group context helps us to engage on a more personal level.

· Assess areas where we need to adjust our attitudes or actions – for maturity and mission. 

· Learning together to become more like Jesus!!!
· Being disciples so that we can disciple others, including new Christians.
Sundays:

· Presentation on particular themes under the heading ‘attitudes and actions regarding…’.  Themes will include work, money, relationships etc.

· Aim to be more interactive than traditional ‘talks’, including testimonies and creative methods of communicating content.

· Handouts will be available giving an outline of that week’s topic, including space for you to make your own notes.

· Questions/guidance for small groups will also be provided on Sunday, so that you have time to reflect on your own response to these before meeting in groups.

Small groups:

· Everyone will be asked to nominate up to 5 people they’d like to be grouped with, then office will coordinate groupings of 3 or 4 people – same sex groups.

· Not necessarily organized geographically, but that might be one consideration.

· Can meet whenever and wherever they choose e.g. Saturday breakfast, lunchtime (NB smaller than lifegroups so could meet in new places!)

· Groups will need to meet weekly, for approximately one hour.

· Groups will, where possible, be mixed in terms of ages and stages of Christian life.  This should provide an environment of varied experiences and opinions to discuss!

· Questions and themes to discuss will be provided on the previous Sunday and will reflect that week’s overall theme.

· Small group environment should provide space to reflect on and discuss themes in more detail, as well as looking at practical application.  Reflections, reactions, resolutions.
· Opportunity for growth – not someone checking up on you or a ‘confession time’ – real, honest relationships are how we learn and grow within the church family context.
Suggestions:
· You may like to follow the DTC programme in your personal ‘devotion’ times, reflection between Sunday and small group will increase what you get out of it!  

· Personal monitoring/follow-up is strongly encouraged, using the models of journaling, portfolios, action plans etc. to keep track of what God is speaking to us about and any changes we need to make.

· Small groups are a good place to be ‘accountable’ about how well you’re doing with previous content and any changes you’d decided to make as a result.
