	Self image, failure, sin, temptation, habits, the danger of self pity.
	

	Forgiveness
	Of self, of others, bitterness, harmony, reconciliation.
	

	Church Family
	Active participation in the church family – essential! Commitment.
	

	Simplicity
	Setting priorities, Awareness of “Stuff,” & things, over-busyness.
	

	Work
	Kingdom, career, sense of mission. Work doesn’t rule my life.
	

	Creation
	Stewardship, environmental ethics, God is green!
	

	The Poor
	Aware of needs of others, care for the marginalised, giving, fair trade
	

	Relationships
	Family, friendship, sexual identity, loving the lost.
	

	Money
	The two masters. Heart treasure. Deliberate Generosity, Tithing.
	

	Not yet followers
	Compassion, love in action. God’s grace to all. 
	

	Making Disciples
	Sharing faith, participation in mission, leading others to Christ.
