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· A natural and sensitive approach to sharing Jesus.
· We have the power of the Holy Spirit to do this.
· Leave the results to God - he wants all to be saved.  Don’t worry about failure - no witness is a failure.
Witnessing by consistent living isn’t enough, we need to share the gospel i.e. Jesus!

Trust the Holy Spirit to do his work in drawing every unbeliever to Christ.

Share what Jesus has done for you.

Remember Romans 1:16 ‘I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes’.

Every witness is successful because the results are God’s job!

Sow the seed and trust God to continue the work.  Sometimes the ground needs warming up first... so we might be helping to prepare someone to receive salvation at a later point.

Story of lady who worked at a Christian radio station, spoken to 100 pastors and never committed to Jesus... lost cause or warm ground?!  (Glenn led her to Christ by the way!)

Life we live plus the words we speak make up our witness.

Discouragement and defeat destroy our witness.

Luke 19:10 - Jesus came to seek and save the lost, so should we.

God has empowered every Christian to witness to all around them.

There is no standard process or procedure!  Every person is an individual and should be treated as such.

Unbelievers are not the enemy!  Don’t condemn, intimidate or avoid them.  Meet them where they’re at - be sensitive to their spiritual needs and love them.

Acceptance of people no matter how difficult/weird etc. they are... people act the way they act because they are where they are i.e. they’re lost!

Don’t be intimidated by unbelievers, seek them out (this is active - they won’t necessarily come to you!).

Witnessing is a natural expression of our love and commitment to God, like putting on a guy’s jacket/rugby top with his name on, because you’re proud to be associated with him.

When you’re excited about something you tell people and do wild things!

Matthew 4:19 - if we’re followers of Jesus, we should be fishers of men.

Look for opportunities, they are everywhere.  

God can even use our mistakes (story of Glenn tackling a prostitute to the ground to give her a tract!).

Ezekiel 3:17-19 - watchmen over those around us.

Power of testimony.

Challenge: have you known someone more than 6 months and not spoken to them about your faith/Jesus?  We are failing them by not sharing the greatest thing in our lives!  Best thing that ever happened to us...

Who should I share with?  Everyone I meet!

Idea of ‘divine appointment’ when the path of an obedient witness crosses the path of a person seeking God.

We need sensitivity - look for open doors and share what you can but don’t force it open!

You can reach someone - someone reached you!

Closing thoughts:

2 Timothy 1:7 ‘God did not give us a spirit of timidity (fear) but of power, of love and of self-discipline’

1 John 4:4 ‘...the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world’
