Blind and deaf person challenge (top secret – group ‘rep’ to read only!)
Allow yourself 24hrs to think of what you need to plan this activity, don’t leave it to just before your group meeting.

The rest of your group must not know what is going to happen in this activity.

You will need:

1 scarf or similar to act as blindfold for each person pretending to be blind

1 can of baked beans or similar

1 can of custard or similar (in contrast to food item above)

2 teaspoons per person being fed

Kitchen roll

Scenario:

You are the teacher of a class of blind and deaf students who need feeding!  However, they don’t know what’s coming – don’t say a word!  

*Tell the other members of your group that the activity will last no longer than 5mins and for them to be patient.

*Let them know that they are to be blindfolded and there after there will be no spoken communication as they are acting as a blind and deaf person.

*Sit the members of your group in a line and ask them to put their hands behind their backs.

*Blindfold all the other members of your group, then bring out the food. 

*Serve alternating spoonfuls to each person – don’t give any signal that you are about to feed them, when to open their mouth or what kind of food is coming. (Communication is not allowed)

Discussion

Once everyone has been fed, remove the blindfolds and discuss how it felt doing that activity.

How did it feel to be fed like this?  Think about these words in this context: risk, doubt, fear, trust.

Think about situations where you trust other people without realising e.g. bus driver’s ability to get you to your destination safely. 

How often do you put your faith in God in everyday situations?
