Part of your time together as a group

Sharing Life, Sharing Faith

Introduction

Hopefully, we are settling into our (new) life groups well by now.

Activity

Its always encouraging to remind ourselves of what God does in drawing people to himself. Share several stories in the group about when friends, family members, colleagues or neighbours became followers of Jesus.  If you can’t think of anyone else to speak of then you could tell your own stories of how you came to faith.

Discussion 1

Honesty time. Do we have hang-ups?     What hinders us most in sharing our faith?

Discussion 2

Here’s a passage to discuss. If we are to share the life of Jesus with others, what helpful pointers can we take on board from what Paul writes to the Colossian church?

Colossians 4:2-6

Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. Pray that I may proclaim it clearly, as I should.  Be wise in the way you act towards outsiders; make the most of every opportunity. Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to answer everyone.  

Remember
“Its best to talk to God about people before talking to people about God.”

Key Principle

Be yourself with God for others.

Activity

Draw up a list of the people that you are each praying for to become followers of Jesus.

Each keep a record of the names of people your group will pray for over the coming days and weeks.

Discuss and agree creative ways in which you can each remember to pray regularly for one another and the friends, colleagues, family members etc… thought of.

Prayer

Take time to pray now, asking for the Holy Spirit to be working in our and other people’s lives.
