Moving with God together
Introductory discussion

Think of some inspiring people or their stories which demonstrate a remarkable sense of commitment. (Anything goes, local, international, from film, history or recent events etc..)

What do you admire or respect about these people’s commitment? What motivates them?

Passages to read: 
Romans 12:4-5
4Just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do not all have the same function, 5so in Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all the others. 

1 Peter 2:9

9But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.
Hebrews 10:24-26 (New International Version)

24And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. 25Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another—and all the more as you see the Day approaching. 

Discuss…
1.  What does it mean in practice to be a member of a body that ‘belongs to all the others’?

2. What does it mean in practice to be part of a people ‘belonging to God’?

3. What is significant about the times when Christ’s followers meet together?

The passage emphasizes that we are ‘not to give up meeting together as some are in the habit of doing….’

4. Why might some people not prioritise on ‘meeting together’?

5. Why is important that we do?

6. How do we go about working with those who get into the habit of ‘not meeting together?’

Practical

Spend some time as a group coming up with an action plan or plans to encourage those for whom playing a full and active part in the body of Christ has slipped or is slipping down their priorities. 

Discuss how you can hold one another to account on encouraging one another in this and pray for one another’s ongoing participation in God’s purposes together.
